The Norwegian Helsinki Committee (NHC), an Oslo-based human rights organisation, is

pleased to invite applications for the Advocates for Change — Strengthening Civil Society in
Tiirkiye 2026-2027 Grant Programme.

The Programme is supported by the Norwegian Agency for Development Cooperation

(NORAD) and implemented by the Norwegian Helsinki Committee in cooperation with
partner organisations in Tirkiye, including Ucan Supirge (Flying Broom) Women’s

Communication and Research Association, University Queer Research and LGBTI+ Solidarity

Association (Unikuir), and Armas Foundation.

Grounded in the protection of human rights for all, democratic principles, and the rule of
law, the Programme focuses on the thematic areas of LGBTIQ+ rights, gender equality and
women’s empowerment, and environmental and climate justice with an intersectional
approach. It aims to contribute to a more resilient civil society landscape in Turkiye, through
financial support, capacity strengthening and opportunities for shared learning processes
and collaboration.

The Programme will support civil society organisations (CSOs) outside of major cities of
Istanbul and Ankara. As an exception, LGBTIQ+ rights organisations registered in Istanbul
and Ankara may apply, if the proposed project is co-designed with and demonstrates a clear
and prominent inclusion, role and support for LGBTIQ+ communities beyond these cities.

NHC will provide grants ranging between 150,000 — 210,000 NOK.

The deadline for sending in the applications is 2 August 2026, by 24:00 CET using the
Google Form. Applications submitted after the deadline or incomplete applications will not
be evaluated.

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Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) document available here. The document is a living
resource and will be updated until 23 July 2026, as new questions and clarifications arise.

Projects should be implemented in Tiirkiye and be completed before 30 July 2027. Projects
should be implemented over a period of 8 to 10 months. Projects with an implementation
period of less than 10 months should commence immediately following the signing of the
grant agreement in October 2026.

Projects must align with at least one of the thematic priorities.

After the full application evaluation, the highest scoring full proposals with due
consideration given to thematic and geographic diversity will be invited for due diligence
checks.

All forms must be filled in English.
1. Goals of the Program

The Advocates for Change — Strengthening Civil Society in Tiirkiye Grant Program has two
main threads:

e to support CSOs in building solid and inclusive organisational structures that enhance
their role as agents of democratic change for human rights, gender equality, LGBTIQ+
rights, minority rights, and environmental and climate justice;

e to contribute to CSOs’ engagement in efforts to improve the legal framework,
policies and practices in their respective fields of work.

The Program is designed to

1. Further equip civil society actors working in the priority thematic areas to hold
authorities accountable and promote democratic and societal change through rights-
based advocacy;

2. Enhance the inclusion and agency of women, LGBTIQ+ persons, minorities, and
climate defenders in civic life;

3. Support the organisational, financial, and strategic capacities of small CSOs to ensure
their long-term sustainability;

4. Foster cooperation, coalition-building, and strategic advocacy among CSOs to
enhance their influence in national and international policy arenas;

Participation in the capacity building component of the Programme will be mandatory since
it is integral to its rationale.

2. Eligibility: Who can apply?
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e (SOs registered in Tlrkiye — including, foundations, associations, bar associations,
unions — can apply.

e Applicant CSOs should have a max turnover of 8,000,000 TL in 2025.

e Organisations can make only one application.

e The Programme will support organisations established outside of major cities of
Istanbul and Ankara.

e As an exception, LGBTIQ+ rights organisations registered in Istanbul and Ankara may
apply. Such applications should be co-designed with and demonstrate a clear and
prominent role and benefit for LGBTIQ+ communities and initiatives outside these
cities, in locations where registered LGBTIQ+ organisations are not present.

e Funds cannot be sub-granted.

e Projects focused on direct economic empowerment activities, such as income
generation, skills or product development, marketing support, entrepreneurship, or
similar activities, are not eligible for support. However, projects promoting economic
rights and economic empowerment through human rights advocacy, monitoring,
research, policy dialogue, awareness-raising, or similar rights-based activities are
eligible.

3. Grant amount, budget requirements and disbursements:
Grant applications must be between the limits specified below:

e Lower limit: 150,000 NOK
e Upper limit: 210,000 NOK

The requested budget must be stated in NOK currency. Grant payments will only be made to
NOK accounts. NHC will not provide additional funding to compensate for exchange rate
fluctuations, currency conversion losses, intermediary bank deductions, or transfer fees.

NHC may request reductions or changes to the project budget if deemed necessary during
the evaluation process.

Disbursement will be made over three payments: 50% upon signing of the grant agreement,
40% following interim reporting and approval, and the final 10% following the approval of
the final report.

4. Priority areas and fields of projects
The call is open for applications that address the following priority themes:

e LGBTIQ+ rights
e Gender equality and women’s empowerment



e Environmental and climate justice

Intersectional projects, particularly those integrating minority rights perspectives and
intersecting forms of discrimination, are strongly encouraged. Collaborative and partnership-
based approaches among civil society are also welcomed.

Funding can be requested for rights-based projects addressing the Programme’s thematic
areas through activities such as:

¢ Monitoring and reporting with a view to engaging local, national and international
human rights compliance control mechanisms

¢ Promoting rights and/or justice through public awareness raising

e Alliance building for advocacy and collective action

e Facilitation of policy dialogue processes

e Strategic litigation and/or legal assistance

¢ Local, national and international advocacy to strengthen protection in these fields
* Engagement with policy-making processes

¢ Developing and carrying out social media or media campaigns

¢ Developing and implementing offline and online training materials

e Community mobilisation

¢ Capacity building of CSOs and relevant rights defenders

e Other similar activities contributing to the protection and promotion of the
thematic areas

5. Cross cutting issues

Applicants should briefly explain how they are planning on addressing relevant cross-cutting
issues such as anti-corruption, climate and environment, minority rights, LGBTIQ+ rights,
disabled persons’ rights, women’s rights and gender equality, rights of other at-risk groups.

7. Evaluation criteria and process

Applications will be assessed by a selection committee based on the priority areas of the
grant program and the application’s relevance, efficiency, effectiveness, impact and
sustainability.

Due consideration will also be given to the alignment of the organisations with democratic
principles and commitment to the protection of human rights for all.

We encourage applicants to ensure that a gender-based analysis informs the design of their
project.

The thematic and geographic diversity of the projects will be considered during the selection
process.

Particular consideration will be given to projects that integrate cross-cutting approaches,
including minority rights perspectives, intersectional approaches, and collaboration among
civil society initiatives.

Applications from major cities of Istanbul and Ankara will not be evaluated, except for
registered LGBTIQ+ rights organisations. For applications submitted by LGBTIQ+ rights
organisations based in Istanbul or Ankara, particular attention will be given to the extent to
which the proposed project is co-designed, engages and benefits LGBTIQ+ communities
outside these cities. All applications submitted by organisations based outside Istanbul and
Ankara remain eligible where the proposed project includes collaboration with organisations
or initiatives from Ankara and Istanbul.

Applications submitted after the deadline or incomplete applications will not be evaluated.

Please note that due to the large number of applicants, only provisionally selected
candidates will be contacted.

Grantees will be required to prepare a narrative status report and financial status report
halfway through their project as well as a more detailed final narrative and financial report.
In addition, oral reporting will be in place to understand the progress and support the
organisation if needed.
